Upon Sun Yat-sens death in the mid-1920s, Chiang
Kai-Shek emerged as the leader of the Guomindang [the
Nationdist Party].

During the same time, a split within the Guomindang|
resulted in the formation of the Chinese Communist
Party.

By the 1930s, rivalries began between Chiang Kai-Shek
and Mao Zedong over palitical structuresfor China.

The Japanese invaded Manchuria in 1931 to obtain
mineral resources.

In 1937, Japan used Manchuria as a baseto invade
eastern China, resulting in the communists and
nationalists forming a united front against the Japanese.

After the defeat of the Japanesein 1945, a civil war Discuss factors that contributed to the Chinese Civil
broke out between the Nationalists and the Communists, |War in 1945.
which lasted until 1949.

In 1949, the Communids, led by Mao Zedong, defested
the Nationalists led by Chiang Kai-Shek, despite
massive United States support for the Nationalists.

Early Japanese History

Early Japanese culture came under the reign of the
Y amamoto emperors; their control over the countryside,
in truth, was limited.

Much of early Japanese culture was influenced by its
neighbor China. Chinese influence led to the
development and growth of Buddhism and the Tea
Ceremony.

Feudalism
The social hierarchy under feudalism was:
Emperor - figurehead
Shogun - palitical leader
Diamyos - noble
Samurai - warriors
Ronin - paid soldiers
Peasants - 90% of population
Artisans
Merchants

The Samurai followed a strict warrior code of conduct
called the Code of Bushido.

The Code of Bushido expected samurais to show
reckless courage, reverence for the gods, generosity
toward the weak, and show loyalty to their lords.

The United States sent Commodore Perry to open Japan to
international trade and as arefueling station for trade with
mainland Asia.
